Very annoying and those who wish to embrace the 
local culture would do well not to be irritants. I would agree with things like "Having the craic" to mean having a good 
time (mentioned in the book).The rest of the book provides pretty basic information. Some helpful, while the rest are 
just fillers. For e.g., there is a vague section on internet services. Obviously, a detailed breakdown of price packages 
and companies cannot be expected in a guidebook, but at the very least mention how the packages and/or pricing is 
relative to the US, since she's from there (FIY, the concept of 'unlimited date' is still pretty dodgy here).
